2.1 Administration: Every candidate desirous of seeking admission into
Engineering/Non - Engineering Diploma course can apply online for POLYCET
2025. No separate application form for admission is prescribed. The filled in
application for POLYCET-2025 itself is an application for admission.

For admission in to the Diploma Courses like Pharmacy, the entry qualification is
10 + 2 or 12th Standard. These candidates need not appear for POLYCET-2025 for
admission into the said courses. A separate notification will be issued for admission

to the said Diploma Courses.

i.  Eligibility: Girl students enrolled in AICTE-approved institutions for diploma or

degree courses.

ii. Benefits: An amount of ¥50,000 per annum is provided for up to 4 years

(maximum).
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iii.  Objective: Since its inception in 2014-15, the scheme has empowered

thousands of young women by covering educational expenses, including tuition
fees, books, and equipment.

Saksham Scholarship

The Saksham Scholarship, introduced by the Ministry of Education (MoE),
formerly MHRD, is implemented by AICTE to encourage specially-abled students
to pursue technical education.

o Eligibility:
i. Specially-abled students with a disability level of 40% or more.

ii. Admission in AICTE-approved technical institutions at the diploma or

degree level.
e Benefits:

i. A lump sum amount of 50,000 per annum is provided for up to 4 years

for first-year students and 3 years for lateral-entry students.

ii. Covers educational expenses, including tuition fees, books, stationery,
equipment, software, and more.

Swanath Scholarship
